	 INTERNAL RULES AND REGULATIONS OF KING DAVID COMPREHENSIVE COLLEGE (KDCC) BILONGUE DOUALA





PREAMBLE
Every human society must be governed by rules of community life such as; self-respect, respect for others and their properties, individual and collective discipline, the love for virtue, truth and beauty. KING DAVID COMPREHENSIVE COLLEGE (K.D.C.C) is an educational institution which has as mission to develop the moral, intellectual and physical abilities of young people that the nation has confided to her.
MOTTO: knowledge, know-how, Good manners
The present internal rules and regulations, in conformity with the national education orientation law of Cameroon and its subsequent texts, is the pillar on which reposes the life of the educative community of this institution












	
CHAPTER I - NATURE OF THE INSTITUTION
Article 1: King David Comprehensive College is a lay private Anglo Saxon institution made up of general and commercial education in the 1st and 2nd cycles.
Articles 2: KING DAVID COMPREHENSIVE COLLEGE 
(KDCC) is a day school
ADMISSION CONDITIONS
Article 3: Any person admitted according to prescribed norms and having paid his/her school fees to the competent authority becomes a students in KDCC
The following will cause you to lose your status as a student:
· Poor academic work
· Indiscipline. This refers to repeated or severe cases where warnings have been issued
· Unjustified regular absences
· Age limit for general education students is as follows
· Form one= 16 years
· Form two = 17 years
· Form three = 18 years
· Form four = 19 years
· Form five = 20 years
· Lower sixth = 21 years
· Upper sixth = 22 years
It should be noted that age as a factor for dismissal does not apply for technical students
· Repeated cases where a student refuses to be evaluated at the end of the term
· Withdrawal of a student by a parent
· Refusal to submit your report card for class council assessment.





CHAPTER II: STUDENTS’ OBLIGATIONS
PUNCTUALITY, ASSIDUITY AT WORK AND RESPECT OF CLASSES
Article 18: The presence of all the students in class is obligatory
Para 1: Attendance to all classes is obligatory and no student has the right to select which class to attend except certain subjects in form 4 and 5. Only the teacher can authorise movements from one class to another as the case may necessitate
Para 2: Any student who selects certain classes to the detriment of others shall be temporally suspended for 1 day with hard labour and the attention of the parents called upon immediately. In repeated cases, they shall be summoned before the disciplinary council
Para 3:  Each student has an opportunity to select his or her subjects in form 4. Once selected there will become irreversible
Article 19: late coming
The gates are closed at 7:30 am and only opened at the end of the day. (3:45pm)
Article 20: Absences and authorization for absences	
Para 1: Every non authorized absence during a lesson shall count against the student at the end of the term and could lead to dismissal if they amount to a figure above or equal to 30 hours
Para 2: Any student wishing to obtain permission must come along with the parent or guardian who shall deposit a request with the SDM mentioning explicitly the motif, the duration, the date of departure and date of return and wait for approval.
Article 21:  Resumption of classes and justification of absences
Para 1: Any student marked absent for a lesson cannot attend any other lesson until he is in possession of a visa from the SDM duly signed. No late justification shall be entertained. However, a limit of 1 week is granted
Para 2: In case of prolonged absences or illness, parents shall notify the SDM in writing at least within 48 hours. Any absence not justified for more than 4 weeks exposes the concerned to an expulsion from K.D.C.C. New students are removed from the school list after this duration if they do not present themselves.
Para 3: In the case where a student was hospitalized, the hospital shall ensure justification. The date of departure and arrival must be indicated. Also in case of absence from school for more than 2 weeks of ill health, the student should be accompanied by his/her parent to school.
Article 22: Students’ participation during official manifestations
The presence of students during match past or reception of important personalities is obligatory. Appointed students must be in their official school attire. They match past under the watchful eyes of the SDM and teachers who are in charge of their wellbeing. All unjustified absences are sanctioned accordingly in the disciplinary council. The same sanctions apply to students who are selected but refuse to participate in sporting and cultural manifestation.



















CHAPTER III: STUDENTS’ RIGHT
The right to be taught, of expression, publication, association, medical care, social assistance etc
The student is entitled to the following benefits from the institution:
· The right to be taught; students have the right to quality education in conformity with official syllabus
· The right to be drilled in the French and English languages, to enable the student to speak and write both languages
· The right to be evaluated in conformity with pedagogic norms
· The right to benefit from the correction of past questions in class
· The right for scripts to be corrected by teachers and given back
· The right to model answers
· The right of access to an equipped library, laboratory as well as to information and communication facilities in the college
· The right to consult his/ teacher


THE RIGHT TO INDIVIDUAL OR COLLECTIVE EXPRESSION
· The student has the right to contest or complain about his marks on the bases of relevant documents, latest three days after reception
· The right to represent or to be represented in the various organs of the college (administration, councils, clubs, school government etc) so as to defend the interest of his/her comrades
· The right to defend him/herself, to denounce all forms of abuses and injustices on him/her
· The right to denounce any attempt or acts of sexual or moral harassment by another student or school personnel
· The right to publish an article or a newsletter prior to editing by college authorities
· The right to First Aid treatment in the dispensary or nearest health unit in case of sudden illness or injury
· The right to be sensitized about health related issues; reproductive health, HIV/AIDS: the necessity for a balance diet etc
· The right to social insurance coverage in case of an accident and the right to psycho-pedagogic support and follow up (guidance counsellor)
· The right to express his opinion  about his orientation (school, subject and series orientation) 
· The right to be assisted by a guidance counsellor to ensure a proper choice of study field or a career that agrees with his/her aptitude and personality.























CHAPTER IV: ORGANISATION AND CONDUCT OF CLASSES
 Article 4: BEGINNING AND END OF CLASSES
Paragraph 1: classes begin at 7:30 am and end at 3:45pm scheduled below
· 1 period ---------------------------7:30 to 8:20 am
· 2 period--------------------------- 8:20 am to 9:10am
· 3 period ---------------------------9:1am to 10:00am
· 4 period---------------------------10:15am to 11:05 am
· 5 period--------------------------11:05am to 11:55 am
· 6 period--------------------------12:25 am to 1:15pm
· 7 period --------------------------1:15pm to 2:05 pm
· 8 period---------------------------2:05pm to 2;55pm
· 9 period---------------------------2:55pm to 3:45pm
1st cycle: there is one short break and a lunch break as follows
· Short break : 10:00 to 10:15 am
· Lunch break : 11:55am to 12:25 noon
2nd cycle: there is one break for the 2nd cycle as from 11:30am to 12:20 noon
Para 2: On Wednesday, classes begin at 7:30am and end at 1:00pm. This is followed by two hours of extra-curricular activities such as clubs, sport training session etc. at 3:00pm the gates are opened for students to retire. Classes are organized on Wednesday as follows
· 1 period ----------------------------7:30am to 8:20am
· 2 period-----------------------------8:20am to 9:10 am
· 3 period-----------------------------9:10am to 10:00 am
· 4 period----------------------------10:30am to 11:20 am
· 5 period----------------------------11:20am to 12:10am
· 6 period--------------------------12:10 to 1:00pm
There will be a single break on Wednesday from 10:00 to10:30am for the first cycle and from 11:30 to 12:00 noon for the second cycle




ORGANISATION OF CLASSES
Article 5: Break	
Students must leave their classes but remain on the campus. It is forbidden to leave the campus except one is in possession of an exist ticket issued by the senior discipline master (SDM) or any other competent authority.
Article 6: Refreshment
Para 1: Students are authorized to refresh themselves only during break that is from 10:00 to 10:15 and from 11:55 to 12:25 noon for the first cycle and from 11:30 am to 12:20 noon for the second cycle.
· On Wednesday from 10:00 to 10:30 am for the 1 cycle and from 11:30 am to 12:00 noon for the 2 cycle
Para 2: It is strictly forbidden to eat in class
Article 7: leave and absences of teachers
Para 1 10: In cases of leave and teacher absences, this period is exclusively reserved for studying in class under the supervision of the class perfect
Para 2: Periods of leave can equally be used for catch-up classes or evaluation by other teachers
Article 8: Moving out during classes
Moving out during classes is authorized with an exit ticket for the following circumstances
· Case of abrupt illness or indisposition
· Urgent warrant (summons) by the principal or the SDM
Any student caught loitering during lesson hours without the exit ticket shall be called up for sanctions immediately.
Article 9: Discipline during classes	
Para 1: It is assured by the teacher who is master of his/her class
Para 2: By the class prefect where the teacher is absent. He/she is an auxiliary of the administration and serves as an intermediary between fellow students and the administration
Para 3: The class prefect also keeps or handles class documents and present them to teachers. He reports truants to the SDM who takes appropriate measures or sanction
CHAPTER V: ACADEMICS AND SANCTIONS
Article 10: School Needs
   All students must possess their school needs. They are text books, writing materials, sport wear, equipments for manual labour and management/home economics
Article 11: Control of acquired knowledge
It is done through written or oral evaluations and harmonized evaluation. Any absence without tangible reasons during evaluation or assignment to be done at home warrant zero
Article 12: The organization of written evaluations and examinations
Paragraph 1: Modalities
    Evaluation leads to the filling up of report booklets for each sequence. Report cards constitute the students’ marks and it is made available to students and parents according to the stipulated ministerial rules.
Paragraph 2: Fraud
      Any students caught with a document during evaluation shall be severely punished whether he/she uses it or not
Paragraph 3: Sanctions
The culprit is sanctioned with a zero on twenty and 3 to 8 days suspension from classes with a change of activities after appearing before the disciplinary council. A definite dismissal can occur as a result of second attempt.
Article 13: Attributes to meritorious students
Paragraph 1: Positive attributes.
Honour rolls, are rewarded to students with an average of 14/20 and above if the student’s conduct is good. The positive sanctions range as follows:
· Average between 10 to 11.99 on 20 are considered as average
· From 12/20 to 13.99 as fair 
· From 14/20 to 15.99/20 as good + honour roll with encouragement
· From 16/20 to 17.99 as very good + honour roll with encouragement
· From 18/20 to maximum as excellent + honour roll with encouragement
Paragraph 2: Negative attributes
· Serious warning for poor academic work; marks between 0 and 7.49/20
· Warning for poor academic work: marks between 7.50/20 and 8.5/20
· From 8.6/20 to 9.99/20 could repeat the class if conduct is good

ORIENTATION OF STUDENTS
 Consult your guidance counsellor especially for:

· Social or psychological problems
· For your school or career orientation and the need to improve on your performance
Article 14: Modalities for issuing report cards
Report cards are issued to students by class masters or mistresses after each sequence and at the end of each term on days and time set aside by the administration of the college, to parents only. All report cards must be presented to parents who should be informed about the conduct and progress of their children. A duly signed correspondence report by parents with duplicate must be handed back to the class master or SDM in case the class master is absent. Only complaints on erroneous calculations by the class master on averages exclusively will be attended to by the discipline master 3 days at most after the handing out of report cards. All other complaints after this date shall not be accepted
However, any parent absent when reports are handed out at the end of the term will receive his/hers at the beginning of the term. The students will appear with one of the parent for collection and will not have access to class until he/she receives his report card and with accompanying disciplinary sanctions of 2 hours of hard labour
Article 15: Summoning of parents
Every student with an average less than 7.50/20 must present himself/herself with a parent at the beginning of the next term
Article 16: Manual labour
Two hours of manual labour are programmed per week and it shall be observed as stipulated by the new approach put in place by the ministry under the supervision of manual labour master or any other person so designated. A student who voluntarily refuses to work is punished and given a zero for the session. If the case repeats itself the student is summoned to appear before the disciplinary council
Article 17: Sports and physical education (SPE)
SPE is obligatory for all students who are declared fit. Absentees and late comers face the same sanctions as in other disciplines. Unfitness is considered only from a medical certificate of unfitness delivered by a recognized medical doctor. The said medical certificate shall be deposited with the school administration. Two students appointed by the tutor shall guard the classroom.





















CHAPTER VI; UNIFORM
Article 23: Uniform
Par 1: In the interest of putting all the learners under the same psychological working conditions and to avoid all forms of discrimination, all students are called upon to be in possession of three uniforms. One uniform for daily wear, one for sport and one for Wednesday wear.
Para 2: 
1. First cycle: the uniform for normal classes for first cycle is ; ox-blood and checked shirts with white ox-blood colours
Boys: A sample short sleeve shirt with one breast pocket on the left hand side for the badge and student identification with a red thread. This is accompanied by an ox-blood long tie
A single pair of ox-blood trousers with two internal slanting pockets. No tight fitting trousers are allowed.
Girls: A sample blouse checked with white and ox-blood collar and a pleated tie composed of a plain ox-blood outside and a checked white and ox-blood colours inside
· An overlapping pleated ox-blood skirt with buttons arranged on the left hand side
· All students put on low complete black shoes with long white socks
· A badge bearing the logo KDCC must be stitched in the left pocket for boys and on the left hand side (at the breast) for girls with their names and class embroidered with red thread.
2. Second cycle: The 2 cycle uniform is made up of white and brown colours. The uniform for normal classes for the 2 cycle is:
· A simple short sleeves white shirt for both boys and girls and a brown jacket with a long brown tie for boys and a short brown tie for girls attached on the first buttons
· A school badge bearing the logo KDCC the name and class of the student with a red thread must be stitched on the left hand side of the jacket
· A pair of brown trousers with internal slanting pockets for boys
· An over lapping pleated brown skirt with buttons aligned on the left hand side for girls.

3. WEDNESDAY WEAR
· All students in the first cycle put on a yellow t-shirt with the school logo and the normal trouser or skirt as the case may be
· All students in the 2 cycle put on white t-shirt with the school logo and the normal trouser or skirt as the case may be
4. SPORTS WEAR
· First cycle students put on green attire while the second cycle students put on a white colour both bearing the school logo
Para 4: Wearing of the uniform is compulsory in school, even during catch-up classes or during evaluations programmed on periods/hours out of those fixed by the administration
Article 24: Boys and girls are supposed to have a low haircut. All Muslim female students in our institution are allowed to plate and cover their head with a headscarf
Article 25: it is strictly forbidden to put on the following items within the school premises
· Non-medical eye glasses
· Face caps and hats, bangles and necklaces
· Uniform in rags, high shoes, short erotic uniform, mobile phones, musical gadgets, digital camera, micro-computer, slim trousers etc
· Penknives, razorblade, knives
If any of these are found in school it will be confiscated and the owner immediately booked for punishment by the SDM
Article 26: Beads and all forms of mascara are strictly forbidden defaulters will be subjected to an immediate temporal suspension. The student shall only be permitted when properly dressed.







CHAPTER VII: MAINTENANCE AND PRESERVATION OF PREMISES AND MATERIAL OF KDCC
Article 27: Maintenance of premises and material
Para 1: Students are bound to preserve and keep the premises and material put at their disposal clean and intact (walls, electrical installations, sanitary installations, desks, sporting equipments, windows)
Para 2: Every class prefect prepares a rotating sweeping roster for students for the sake of cleanliness. A copy of the roster must be deposited with the SDM. All defaulters shall be sanctioned. Cleaning shall be done every day at the end of classes
Article 28: Pieces of papers, rough papers and packaging material of all kinds must be dumped inside the dust bins, as well as banana, orange and sugar cane peelings. Furthermore, it is forbidden to transform the classroom into a refectory or sales point for foodstuff, or hair making saloons or dormitory or football. Sanctions awaits all defaulters
Article 28: Maintenance of recreational facilities
All students have access to recreational facilities. It is however incumbent on them to keep these facilities clean in order to preserve hygiene and sanitation for all. Every destructive and unruly behaviour is charged to the culprit
Article 30: Conservation of school property
Every school property, (tables, chairs and desks, sports and manual labour equipment) put at the disposal of students must be jealously preserved for the benefit of the future generations. All contrary behaviour to this disposition shall be sanctioned by a temporary expulsion of the student until damages are repaired and parents of the children notified

 





CHAPTER VIII: GENERAL BEHAVIOUR OF STUDENTS
OBLIGATION TO BE NEUTRAL, APOLITICAL AND SECULAR
· It is strictly forbidden to create a tribal, political or religious association in the college
· It is forbidden to wear or exhibit any gadget or emblem with religious symbols in this college
· It is forbidden to manipulate or publish any document that can destroy national cohesion or that may put at stake the reputation of this college
· The presence of the entire administrative staff, teachers and students during ceremonies to honour the nation that is singing of the national anthem and others is compulsory
Article 31: Students behaviour towards teachers
Para 1: Students must show respect to both administrative and teaching staff without distinction. Therefore, politeness, submission and respect shall be the watch-word
Para 2: Refusal to obey-2 hours of punishment
Para 3: Physical aggression towards teachers-disciplinary council- definite expulsion
Article 32: Relationship between students
Para 1: There must exist amongst students a climate of mutual respect. Severely sanctioned is; theft of all sorts, insults, threats, fighting, and all violent games, etc defaulters are exposed to sanctions from the disciplinary council ranging from temporal to definite expulsion
Para 2: Boys and girls should practice good, healthy relationships. All deviant attitudes towards good morals are exposed defaulters to disciplinary sanctions. As such, boys/girl relationship is strictly forbidden
Para 3: Sexual relation or immoral acts of any form in the school premises. Disciplinary council council with a possibility of a definite expulsion
Para 4: pregnancy –dismissal



Article 33: Doping
The consumption of drugs, even light drugs is forbidden. Similarly, the consumption of tobacco and alcoholic drinks is not allowed. Consequently, visiting game halls, playing cards in class, video clubs, bars, night clubs and other similar places is strictly forbidden and severely sanctioned, considering that these places are highly rated for the degradation of good manners. A suspension of 8 days or definite expulsion awaits any defaulter.
Article 34: Strike
All attempts to strike, every mass movement, and all oral or written propaganda are prohibited, defaulters will face the disciplinary council and this may attract the maximum sanction of dismissal
Article 35: Possession of documents and dangerous weapons
Para 1: Immoral (magazines and pornographic pictures, video cassettes, cartoons and others) found in possession of students shall be confiscated and destroyed and their owners punished.
Para 2: Dangerous objects (blades, catapults, knives, rubber bullets and weapons) are strictly forbidden in the college campus, else they shall be confiscated and their owners duly punished.
Article 36: Hoisting of the flag and patriotism
Para 1: Hoisting of the flag takes place every Monday and Friday as from 7:15am.The national anthem is sung in English. It shall follow with patriotic songs as the student march to their classes
Para 2: Patriotic songs shall be explained during language classes and sung during physical education hours. A record of these songs shall be kept in the pedagogic office for reference. A patriotic song shall be sung at the beginning of every citizenship lesson. Patriotic songs shall also be created by students during the periods reserved for extra- curricular activities.
Para 3: Any student caught talking; laughing or playing games shall be temporary expelled without hesitation. First attempt 2 days suspension with change of activity and a mark zero in all evaluations that follow. In case of repeated attempts, five days suspension with change of activity with a mark of zero in all evaluations during that period; if the situation persists or does not change, the sanctions will culminate up to a definite exclusion/dismissal.

Article 37: Other sanctions
Para 1: Absence recorded in class
· From 6 to 9 hours non justified =warning for conduct, with convocation of parents
· From 10 to 14 hours non justified= serious warning for conduct, convocation of parents
· From 15 to 17 hours non justified= 3 days suspension, notification of parents. The students shall present himself/herself to the disciplinary office or the principal office accompanied by one of the parent before he/she is readmitted in class
· From 22 to 29 hours non-justified= 8 days suspension, notification of parents. The students shall present himself/herself to disciplinary office or the principal office accompanied by one of the parent before he/she is readmitted in class
· From 30 hours non-justified = disciplinary council with the probability of being expelled from school
Article 38: Conformity with school uniforms
Para 1: Students are called to always present themselves in school with their uniform. Saturdays are no exceptions to this rule. Defaulters shall be punished as follow
· First time= suspension from classes in the morning or afternoon (absences recorded) and zero in all evaluations
· Second time= three days suspension with change of activity, warning for conduct and convocation of parents
Para 2: wearing of jewelleries and others superfluous uniforms
· Two hours punishment and confiscation of items for good
Para 3: Telephones and other gadgets-shall be confiscated and destroyed. Defaulter booked for 4hrs punishment. Phones are prohibited in school and any phone found in school shall be destroyed
Para 4: Wearing slippers or other shoes not recommended -2hrs punishment, shoes confiscated and only given at the end of the year. The recommended shoes are black covered shoes with white socks. No other shoe colour will be tolerated.

Article 39: Bad Attitudes
Para 1: Fighting
· First time = 8 days suspension with serious warning for conduct and convocation of parents
· Second tile= definite expulsion

Para 2: Insolence and disobedience	
· Toward KDCC staff or permanent= 3 to 8 days suspension with hard labour as prescribed by the disciplinary council
· Toward members of the administration= 5 to 8 days suspension with labour as prescribed by the disciplinary council. In worst situation the student is expelled completely from the college.
Para 3: Disobedience and non-respect of the class prefect
· First time=3 hours of punishment
· Second time= 1 day suspension with labour, a warning for conduct and convocation of parents
· Third time	= 3 days suspension with labour, a serious warning and to face the disciplinary council	
Para 4:	Refusal to honour convocation: suspension from classes till convocation is honoured	
Para 5:	Refusal to execute sanction. Initial sanction is doubled and in repeated cases, disciplinary council	
Article 40: 	Loitering
Para 1:	During classes	
· Two hours of punishment with labour	
Para 2:	Visiting the dinning shed during classes	
· First time=	 2 hours punishment	
· Second time=	one day suspension with hard labour	
· Third time=	 disciplinary council with a possibility of 8 days suspension with labour and a serious warning for conduct
Para 3: Jumping over the fence= one bag of cement plus one iron rod of 12 mm. in repeated cases-disciplinary council with a possibility of 8 days suspension and probably dismissal if act repeated	
Article 41:	Acts of Vandalism	
Para 1: Destruction of posters and administrative documents (record of work book, registers, notices)	
Documents replaced by defaulter plus suspension as shall be decided by the disciplinary council
Para 2: Writings on the walls, tables and blackboard.	
· First time =	3 days suspension with labour and a warning for conduct
· Second time = 8 days suspension with labour and serious warning for conduct
· Repeated cases dismissal	
Para 3: Destruction of desks/chairs/tables:	The defaulters shall replace or pay the cost of repair, followed with four hours punishment	
Article 42: Other regrettable behaviours	
Para 1: Impersonation	
· Definite expulsion from the college	
Para 2: Authors of nicknames, insolence	
· First time=	three days suspension with labour and a warning for conduct
· Second time= five days suspension with labour and serious warning for conduct	
Para 3: Homework not done	
· Expulsion from classes until the assignment is presented to the teacher concerned. A zero mark is awarded for any eventual and absence recorded. Two hours punishment and shall resume classes only after homework has been done	
Para 4: Examination documents not deposited	
· Definite expulsion from the college	
Para 5: Perpetual disturbance during lesson hours-2 hours punishment
· Should defaulter persist in such habit, 1 day suspension with hard labour. 
Article 43:	The present internal rules and regulations shall be read and commented upon by the class master, the guidance counselor and the SDM and shall take effect as from the date of signature, and each student is expected to own a copy
